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THE SINGING
DUNE

Between the ridges of the Zhongar Alatauy, Ulken
and Kishi Kalkans lies a 3-kilometer-long and
150-meter-high sand dune. In dry weather, due to
the friction of quartz sand, the dune produces a
melodic sound resembling organ music. This
unique phenomenon can only be found in a few
places around the world

THE CHALK MOUNTAINS
OF AKTAU

The stunningly colorful canyons and gorges of the
Aktau Mountains, located on the right bank of the
1li River, were formed about 400 million years ago
from the sedimentary deposits of an ancient sea.
Reaching heights of up to 1,000 meters and
stretching for 30 kilometers, these Chalk
Mountains are valued both as a landscape reserve
and a paleobotanical site, preserving remnants of
Miocene-era floraand fauna.

THE LAVA MOUNTAINS
OF KATUTAU

Millions of years ago, two massive volcanoes
erupted in the area where the Katutau Mountains
now stand. Hot underground lava, bursting to the
surface and cooling, took on bizarre shapes. Over
millennia, wind and water erosion sculpted the
unusual figures that we see today. The mountains
are primarily composed of lava and associated
rocks.

THE 700-YEAR-OLD
WILLOW

In the Kosbastau gorge, 28 kilometers from the
village of Basshi, along the road to the Katutau and
Aktau mountains, several ancient trees grow. The
largest of them is 700 years old and is revered by
locals as sacred. Tourists often tie colorful ribbons
toitsbranches, makinga wish.

THE SAKA BURIAL MOuUNDS
OF BESSHATYR

The Besshatyr Necropolis is a complex of burial
mounds for the leaders of the Saka tribe,
specifically the Tigrahauda, dating back to the
6th-4th centuries BCE. Located on the right bank
of the Ili River, in the Shybyr Gorge between the
Degeres Ridge (Zhongar Alatau) to the west and
the Kishi Kalkan Mountains to the east, the largest
of these mounds, the Royal Mound, is 17 meters
high with a diameter of 105 meters. The entire
Besshatyr burial site covers about 2 square
kilometers.

THE PETROGLYPHS
OF TANBALY TAS

Petroglyphs are found throughout the territory of
the national park, especially in the Terketi-Sai
gorge. These ancient rock carvings, created by
masters of the Bronze Age, depict scenes of
hunting, wild and domestic animals, rituals, and
sun-faced deities.

THE STONE STELES
OF OSHAKTAS

Located near the Kishi Kalkans, 1.5 kilometers
from the Mynbulak post and 10 kilometers from
the Singing Dune, stand the Oshaktas steles.
Legend has it that these are the remains of a
massive cooking site used by Genghis Khan's
army when they passed through the area in the
13th century. Another version suggests that these
vertical stones once served as a signal tower.

THE SHOKAN
VALIKHANOV'S SPRING

Between the Ulken and Kishi Kalkan Mountains,
just 900 meters from the Singing Dune, lies a
spring of crystal-clear water named after the
renowned scholar and traveler Shokan
Valikhanov. In 1856, Valikhanov and his
expedition stopped here during their journey from
Russia to distant Kashgaria. He later described
these extraordinary placesin his writings.

700-Year-0Old Willow (Kosbastau Cordon).
Thetotallength of the route is 87 km.

FLORA

The flora of the “Altyn-Emel” SNNP includes
1,800 species of vascular plants, 29 of which
are listed in the Red Book of RK, along with
31 endemic species such as Sievers apple, Ili
barberry, Caucasian hackberry, Rhodiola
rosea, and prangos Herder.

FAUNA

The fauna of the “Altyn-Emel” SNNP consists
of 70 species of mammals, about 260 species of
birds, 25 species of reptiles, 5 species of
amphibians, and 28 species of fish. Among
these, 44 species are listed in the Red Book of
RK, including 11 mammals such as kulan,
argali, goitered gazelle, snow leopard, Tian
Shan brown bear, and Turkestan lynx, along
with 28 bird species like the eagle, snake eagle,
thrush, bearded vulture, griffon vulture, and
crane.
