«Burkhan-Bulak» waterfall

The highest waterfall in Kazakhstan, «Burkhan-Bulak»,islocated at an altitude
of 2000 m above sea level in the mountains of the Zhongar Alatau, Zhetisu
region, in the gorge of the Kora River. The waterfall consists of 4 cascades with a
total length of 168 m. Powerful transparent streams of water originate from
mountain glaciers and underground springs, rapidly descending along rocky
ledges. The waterfall is pleasantly cool even on very hot days. The fir trees
growing at the foothills produce a delicate aroma of pine needles.
